Arrival information
You will receive your Achievement Show ticket in advance of the day.

Please ensure you bring this with you on the day of the event to access the Stadium. Entry is not
permitted without a ticket.

Please complete your details in full on the tear off section of the ticket in advance of the day. You
will need to do this before you can access the stadium.

Delegates and their bags will be checked by Emirates Stadium staff in the entrance area
prior to accessing the stadium.

If you are staying overnight in London prior to the event, you may wish to leave overnight bags or
suitcases at your hotel or at station left luggage facilities.

You will be provided with a lanyard in which you can place the retained section of your show ticket
and for the purposes of moving in and out of the stadium if required.

If you do wish to leave the event for any reason during the day will be required to go through the
security process again.

Refresh ments
Tea, coffee and water will be available throughout the course of the event between 08.30-17.30.

At registration, you will be provided with a £10 food voucher, which you will be able to redeem
during the course of the day to purchase lunch and snacks. Lunch will be served between
11.00-14.00.

Catering stations will be situated at various points at the stadium. You will be provided with
location details of catering service points on the day of the event.

How to get to Emirates Stadium

A summary of your travel options is set out below
Access to The Achievement Show is viathe  East Entrance (The Woolwich Entrance).

By Tube and Rail

The stadium is three minute walk from the Arsenal and Holloway Road stations (Piccadilly Line).
Finsbury Park (Victoria / Piccadilly Lines and over ground rail) and Highbury & Islington (Victoria
Line, North London Line and over ground rail) stations are around ten minutes walk from Emirates
Stadium.

Kings Cross is the main station for overground rail and is also served by many underground lines. To
get to the stadium from Kings Cross, connect with the Piccadilly Line to Arsenal Station or the Victoria
Line to Highbury & Islington . Alternatively, a short overground rail journey of one stop will take you to
Finsbury Park station.

By Bus

Bus connections pass the ground on all sides. Main bus stops are located on Holloway Road , Nag's
Head, Seven Sisters Road, Blackstock Road and Highb  ury Corner . Direct, high frequency services
from most of north and central London travel within five minutes walk of the ground.

By Foot
Local pedestrian routes will be clearly signposted from all local transport gateways directing you along
approved routes to the stadium.



By Bicycle

Emirates Stadium is fully accessible by bicycle. There are a number of cycle routes through the area.
Routes across London are mapped out on Transport for London's London Cycle Guides. You can
obtain a cycle guide by logging to: www.tfl.gov.uk/cycles

Once you arrive at Emirates Stadium there is secure cycling parking available close to the ‘All Arsenal’
retail store on Drayton Park. The cycle parking area is clearly signposted and is located by Highbury
House:
